
Aloha and greetings from Macau, China! 
 
The journey here was loooong and tiring, but 
already a blessing.  We flew from Lihue to 
Honolulu, to Tokyo, to Taipei, to Hong Kong, and 
then we took a ferry boat to Macau.  Sabrina was 
able to share the Lord with someone on the first 
flight to Honolulu, which was a great start to the 
trip.  Everything went smoothly, although we 
almost missed our continuing flight from Tokyo to 
Taipei because we misunderstood the re-boarding 
time and were kicking back, singing worship songs 
in the airport shopping area.  A rep from China Air 
came and found us (thanks to those red shirts), and 
held up the flight for us to get there.  God is so 
merciful! 
 
We arrived in Macau at about 11:00pm on Saturday night local time, which was 5:00am Saturday 
morning in Kauai; 24 hours after we met at the airport to begin our journey.  We took time on the ferry 

boat ride to have a devotion time.  The Lord had 
shown us from Proverbs 11:10, that “when the 
righteous prosper, the city rejoices,” and from 11, 
“through the blessing of the upright a city is 
exalted.”  We pray that we remain upright and 
righteous while we are here, and that we are a 
blessing to the people and prosper in our mission; 
and as a result the city of Macau will rejoice and 
be exalted by the Lord. Verse 30 says, “the fruit 
of the righteous is a tree of life, and he who wins 
souls is wise.”  WOW, what an encouragement to 
make the most of this ‘soul winning’ adventure.  
Lord, help us to bear much fruit, to cultivate new 
life in others, and win souls – it’s the only really 

wise thing to be doing!  We met a man in Hong Kong who was also going to Macau and he was very 
interested in why we were coming here.  His name is Arie, and he works for the casinos as a 
documentary film maker.  He wants to film some 
of our ministry here, since we have come to set 
captives free, and to bind up the broken hearted, 
while the casinos attract, hook and abuse 
thousands every week.  Pray for his salvation! 
 
Our accommodations are great, though the ½” of 
mattress is a little hard to get used.  We can walk 
to the church, it’s about a 15 minute walk through 
the city.  It drizzled on our walk this morning, but 
the rain let up and never hindered ministry.  We 
attended the worship service for our host church, 
Horizon Christian Fellowship of Macau.  Malie 
was able to do a worship hula dance for the 



church.  Then we split into two ministry teams.  
The music team went to a Baptist College for a 
afternoon worship service, where we lead worship 
as a band for the first time, and then conducted a 
worship workshop for some of the young worship 
leaders.  The other team remained at the church 
and did an afternoon children’s ministry program.  
After dinner we had an orientation meeting and 
found out our assignments for tomorrow.   
 
The music team and CCK drama team will be 
going to Pui Chang school to do a few songs and a 
drama and testimony, and then interact with the 
students.  We will then transport and set up some 

of the larger outreach music equipment at the prison, where we will do two outreaches on Tuesday.  
The other team will go to a mainland China tourist 
area an hand out Bibles and gospel tracks and 
follow up materials to mainland Chinese tourists.  
The are able to bring into Communist China any 
personal gift items, so the Bibles are not in danger 
of being confiscated, but will find their way into 
every province of Mainland, communist China!!  
They told us that on a slow day they will hand out 
at least 200 Bible packets, and on a busy holiday 
that will swell into over 1000 in a 3 hour period.  
We’re excited to be a part of that time of sowing 
seeds that will one day bring forth a great harvest 
of souls.   
 
The food has been interesting but very tasty.  We had the opportunity to eat pigeon tonight, head and 
all.  The drama team rehearsed our drama for tomorrow’s ministry before heading back to the hotel for 
bed. It’s now almost 1:00am and I’m really tired.  You can check out more information and photos at a 
website that Calvary Chapel Chino Hills is keeping updated.
